YES it’s a woody plant



thorn

spine

prickle



- solitary, sometimes
branched

- at the nodes as if side 
branches

- derived from
branches, containing
vascular tissue

- stiff & woody

- solitary or clustered, 
never branched

- at the nodes

- leaves above the spines

- derived from leaves or 
leaf parts (stipules, 
petioles, …) containing
vascular tissue

- irregluarly spread 
around stems, bark, 
leaves, fruit …

- not restricted to
nodes

- outgrowth of cortex 
and epidermis, no 
vascular tissue
